Notes From the CVUU President

CVUU friends,

As the new CVUU Board President, | want to thank
you for your vote of confidence in electing me, and also
let you know that 101l be working hard to keep CVUU on
a good pdt. | hope to keep lines of communication
open, to celebrate our good hearts and works, and build
on the progress weOve made over the last few years.

| want to extend a deep and heartfelt round of
applause to Jay Black, the CVUU president for the past
3 years. As most of you know, Jay has worked tirelessly
and selflessly to shepherd the church during these
critical last few years when we acquired our building,
negotiated endless red tape and construction dust in
pursuit of our public occupancy permit, anebrked
through major transitions in our ministry leadership.
Under JayOs leadership, our church has improved its
financial standing, membership is up, and our
administrative records and processes are vastly more
organized. While | expect Jay to stayadhxed in many
of our church projects, | am sure he looks forward to
fewer meetings and emails, and more time with his wife,
extended family, and golf clubs.

As many of you know, | spent last year in Madison,
Wisconsin on a sabbatical leave with my familj.has
been very refreshing and energizing to come back to a
church with so many new faces, lots of good energy, and
endless welcoming hugs. While the unstructured work
hours, lazy evenings on the Memorial Union Terrace,
and endless selection of musioffee and bars was a fun
diversion, we missed you all and are glad to be home.

My first few weeks serving as Board President have
been full of important discussions and decisions. Two
issues are particularly important to share.

Initially, the Union Bilingual Preschool has signed a
oneyear lease to run a halfy preschool in our
basement rooms and backyard. The organizers of the
preschool are Kristen and Holly Olsen, wife and sister
in-law of Marshall Thompson (a veteran who made
headlines walking theehgth of Utah in the fall of 2006
to protest the war in Iradp soldierspeace.com). The
Thompson/Olsen families have been longtime
contributors to progressive social justice and peace work
in Cache Valley, and their bilingual preschool is
designed to helpbridge language and cultural gaps
between the Anglo and Hispanic communities in the
valley. We are proud to have them use our building. As
we work through the details of sharing a building with a
tenant (they will have exclusive use of the downstairs
and backyard from 8:3@:30 Monday through Friday),
we expect some bumps in the road. Please work with
me and Jordan Leary (our preschool liaison) to address
any questions or concerns about the new preschool.

Second, as was discussed in the Annual Meetiisg th
summer, we expect to be making some formal change
in our mortgage situation to increase the congregation:
ownership position in the church building. As
background, we presently have a first mortgage witl
roughly $144,000 principal remaining with Leston
Bank. We currently pay almost $1,200 per month ol
this mortgage. In addition, we signed a personal note |
December 2007 with Jay and Leslie Black that obligate
the church to repay an additional $137,254 in person:
funds that they had invested whave purchased the
building. While the Blacks have graciously loaned the
church these funds for two years interest free, we need
either begin paying them back or find a commercial loal
to replace their personal loan before January 2010.

The Board recdly charged a subcommittee
consisting of myself, Suzanne Marychild (our treasurer)
Nick Flann, Alan Howard, and Jay Blackwith
examining alternative funding options and making ¢
recommendation to the Board. This committee expect
to make a recommendation by nf&ptember. We
expect the Board to review the recommendation, and
they approve of it, we will initiate a montlof
congregation discussion and information meetings t
gain feedback on our recommended plan. If all goe
well, we would hope to have a new mortgage plan i
place before the December 2009 deadline to begi
paying off the Blacks.

As a result of the difficy finding affordable
commercial financing for a second mortgage, one likeh
scenario may involve formalizing a new legal agreemer
with the Blacks that will require the church pay off their
remaining balance at a fixed interest rate over-a 19
or 20year amortization period. If we do pursue this
path, we will likely solicit individual members or
families from our congregation to help secure the loal
by voluntarily pledging to be financial guarantors for the
church. Just how this will work remains be ironed
out, and we will be circulating more detailed information
to the congregation members before making any fine
decisions. Feel free to contact me or other members
our subcommittee with questions or suggestions.
